Valeria Pezzani fi rst came to the Catholic Community Foundation 
because she had a problem to solve. She had reached a point 
where she was required to start withdrawing money from her 
IRAs. She didn’t need the money to live on, so she asked herself: 
How can I put it to good use?

She decided to establish a charitable gift annuity at the Catholic 
Community Foundation. By doing so, she received a tax deduction 
and a guaranteed fi xed annual payment, and one day the 
remainder of the annunity will go to a charity of her choice. It 
was a practical solution; as Valeria took subsequent withdrawals 
from her IRA, she established additional charitable gift annuities 
to support her favorite causes.   

Within 12 years, Valeria had fi ve annuities and was planning 
to establish another when David Fischer, the Foundation’s 
Director of Gift Planning and Legal Aff airs, suggested a diff erent 
approach. David recalls their meeting, “I said, let’s fi gure out 
what’s most important to you and make a plan around that.” 

As a result, Valeria established a Donor Advised Fund and is in 
the process of establishing an endowment through which all of 
her charitable giving will be channeled at the time of her death. 

With the Catholic Community Foundation, Valeria has found a 
way to serve others beyond her lifetime. And while her method 
of giving has changed, the cause most important to her has 
remained the same – it’s one she shared with her spouse.  

Valeria says, “My husband and I had no dependents and when 
we were discussing our fi rst will, we talked about to whom we 
wanted to give our assets. His idea was to support the seminary. 
That was important to me too, because of my brother who was 
a priest.”  

One of the major benefi ts to working with the Catholic 
Community Foundation is the effi  ciency it brings to the process 
of charitable giving. For example, if someone has diff erent types 

of assets they wish to donate, such as CDs, stocks, or retirement 
accounts, they have to manage the administrative process with 
each source in order to access the funds. The Catholic Community 
Foundation simplifi es the giving process by consolidating 
charitable dollars in one place. 

Valeria says her Donor Advised Fund also has helped focus her 
giving. She says, “In daily life, you’re bombarded by everyone’s 
need for money. At some point you have to draw the line and say, 
‘these are my priorities.’ This fund allows me to do good work 
where it’s closest to my heart.”

coMMUnItY PrIorItIes fUnD celebrates 10 Years of IMPact

In 2010, the Catholic Community Foundation 
celebrated the tenth anniversary of its Com-
munity Priorities Fund, a discretionary fund that 
supports small, local nonprofi ts that are making 
a critical diff erence in the Archdiocese of Saint Paul 
and Minneapolis.

Since its establishment in 2000, the Community 
Priorities Fund has granted $756,612 to organiza-
tions serving young mothers with children, at-
risk youth, and the elderly.  Because the chari-
ties that receive funding typically have small 
budgets and are volunteer driven, the impact of 
each dollar of support is signifi cant.  

The average grant award is around $2,500. Sue 
Morrison, who’s served on the Foundation’s 
Grants Committee for fi ve years, says, “We look 
for creative thinkers, grassroots organizations 
with small budgets, so we know the donations 
we give have an impact. We don’t want to throw 
our money into a huge budget. We want to make a 
tangible diff erence.”

Because they are small, many of the grant 
recipients aren’t widely known to the commu-
nity, despite the good works they do. The North 
End - South Como Block Nurse Program is a 
good example. The program provides services to 
350 seniors so they can stay in their home rather 
than move into a nursing home. Chris Langer, 
who runs the program, points out that a nursing 
home costs $5,000 to $6,000 per month, whereas 
the cost for a monthly in-home nurse visit and 
twice-weekly home health aid is about $300 per 
month. They also provide help with things like 
buying groceries and cutting the grass. Aside 
from the fi nancial benefi ts, she adds, “It’s their 
home. It’s where they want to be.” 

Another grant recipient is Casa Guadalupana on 
St. Paul’s West Side. In keeping with Dorothy Day’s 
commitment to honor the God-given dignity of 
every person, Casa Guadalupana serves the needs 
of Latino immigrants who fall through the cracks of 
traditional services.  

The Community Priorities Fund supports Casa’s 
eff orts to help young mothers with children by 
supporting them in the community and when 
necessary, providing transitional housing. Kim 
Anderson, the director, says, “We’re fi lling the 
gap on basic needs, like food, baby items, clothing 

and fi nding medical resources. We also provide 
companionship for moms who are isolated be-
cause of the language.” 

The Banyan Community, a nonprofi t located 
in the Phillips neighborhood of Minneapolis, 
receives funding to provide after school programs 
for youth considered to be at-risk. It started in 
the early 1990’s when founder, Joani Essenburg, 
moved into the neighborhood and realized that 
kids there needed a safe place to go after school.

At fi rst, she let them play in her yard but in 
1998, she established The Banyan Community, 
which now serves 70 to 100 children a day. In a 
neighborhood where high school dropouts are 
common, 100 percent of Banyan’s kids graduate 
and many have gone on to college. Joani says, 
“That’s unheard of in this neighborhood.”

Joani believes the benefi ts of receiving a Commu-
nity Priorities Fund grant go beyond the money 
itself. She explains, “It’s like a seal of approval. 
When we list the Catholic Community Founda-
tion as a donor, it shows we’re aligned with their 
values and it encourages others to give as well.” 

Sue Morrison knows from site visits that the 
Catholic Community Foundation’s impact on 
these organizations, and others that receive 
Community Priorities grants, is critical. “While 
the grants aren’t big, they make a big diff erence,” 
Sue says. “As Mother Theresa said, ‘start small 
with the people around you.’  That’s what we 
try to do. Start small and it will ripple out.”

Throughout their 43 years of marriage, Tony and Melva Pierce 
worked hard, lived modestly, and focused their time on helping 
others. Faith, family and friends were common threads 
throughout their lives.  

After Tony passed away in 1984, Melva carved out a 
meaningful life for herself. But in the weeks 
before she died in November 2009, she 
found a way to reunite with her 
husband in spirit, by establishing the 
Anthony and Melva Pierce 
Endowment Fund at the Catholic 
Community Foundation. The 
endowment makes it possible 
for the couple to once again be 
partners in doing good works.  

Tony and Melva grew up during 
the depression and married in 
1941. They were long-time members 
of St. John the Baptist Parish in 
New Brighton, where their fi ve 
children, Helen, Jim, Michele, Karyn, 
and Patt, attended grade school. 
Their son, Jim believes that seeing the 
eff ects of deprivation, loss and fi nancial 
insecurity during the Great Depression and 
war years shaped their parent’s approach to 
fi scal prudence. Jim says, “Their emphasis was 
on saving for the future and future generations.”

Despite their frugality, their daughter Michele says their parents 
were joyful people who were rich in friendships and generous 

with their time and resources. Tony was a member of St. John’s 
Men’s Club and Melva served as a Eucharistic Minister at St. 

Anthony Health Center. They were reliable contributors to the 
Catholic Services Appeal and many charities including Sharing 

        and Caring Hands and Second Harvest.

The Pierce children remember their father 
telling them, “Your mother is happiest when 

she is helping others.” That remained true 
to the end when Melva was determined 

to make a substantial contribution to 
charity when she died. By creating 
an endowment, the fund will grow 

over time and support charities from 
the earnings, while preserving the 
principal of the gift. Melva felt this 
approach was consistent with the 

way she and Tony lived their lives.

Upon establishing the endowment, 
Michele recalls her mother commenting, 
“Look at what a little hayseed like me 

accomplished,” to which Michele gently 
replied, “No, Mom, you’re a mustard seed.”  

  Like the proverbial mustard seed, the 
Anthony and Melva Pierce Endowment Fund 

will provide fi nancial support to causes that 
refl ect their faith and generous spirit of serving 

others. The endowment will fund vocations and 
   parochial education, as well as programs that help children and 
    families in need, for years to come.

neW cItY MInIstrIes enDoWMent Plants seeDs of faItH

In 1995, Fr. Stan Sledz used money he’d inherited 
from his uncle, Fr. Henry Sledz, to set up a fund at 
the Catholic Community Foundation; he planted 
a seed called New City Ministry. The seed took 
root and has grown since then, and has been used 
to support and encourage young Catholic adults of 
color who are actively involved in their churches.

Fifteen years later, that seed has become a tall 
tree with many branches representing the grants 
New City Ministry has made to over 250 young 
adults. Those young adults have added their own 
branches as they’ve shared their faith, love and 
knowledge of the liturgy with thousands of young 
people throughout the Archdiocese of Saint Paul 
and Minneapolis.

The idea grew out of Fr. Stan’s experience that some 
groups haven’t always had the same opportunities to 
refl ect their culture in worship. New City Ministry 
addresses this inequity by providing small grants to 
dynamic young adults of color so they can participate 
in conferences, retreats, or other activities meant to 
strengthen their knowledge of church teaching and 
become more eff ective leaders in their community.

Fr. Stan named the program New City Ministry 
to refl ect scriptural passages in Revelation that 
refer to the city of New Jerusalem and a new 
earth where justice dwells (Rev. 21: 1-5, 22-27). He 
believes the program makes the whole Church 
stronger, saying, “Everybody has to learn how to 
live together and learn how to appreciate each 
other’s culture and spirituality.”  

By setting up the fund at the Catholic Community 
Foundation, New City Ministry has been able to 
make many small grants totaling approximately 
$10,000 each year, adding up to over $158,000 since 

the program started. Just this year, 30 young adults 
from six diff erent parishes were awarded money.  

Stephen Pham and Carolina Ortiz were two of them. 
They received funding to attend national youth con-
ferences held in Kansas City in the summer of 2010.  

Stephen Pham is a 21 year-old computer science 
major at the University of Minnesota and a youth 
leader at St. Anne’s/St. Joseph Hien, a Catholic 

church serving the Vietnamese community in 
Minneapolis. Stephen describes his work every 
Saturday with the 7 to 18 year olds in the youth 
group, “We get together and teach them about the 
bible, we play games, have adoration - try to teach 
what it means to be Catholic and how to have fun 
living our faith.”

Carolina Ortiz is an 18 year-old Richfi eld High School 
senior and part of a Latino youth leadership team 

that serves 23 churches in the area and continues to 
expand its reach. Among other activities, she and her 
fellow team leaders meet each Friday with youth in 
middle school and high school, to have fun and help 
explain Sunday’s liturgy. Carolina says, “We act it out 
or do an art project about it, so on Sunday, the kids 
won’t say, ‘What are they talking about?’  They’ll have 
an understanding of what it means.”  

Carolina says if she hadn’t received the grant from 
New City Ministry, she couldn’t have gone to the 
conference, even with the fundraising the team did 
on its own. And the conference, she says, was great, 
“I’ve been to diff erent meetings, but not one like 
that.  It was more like college.  I learned a lot and 
what I learned there I could bring back to others.”  

Stephen agrees that the conference better prepared 
him to teach the kids he works with. He says, “I feel 
like I’m really helping my community. Kids are busy 
with school and their everyday life - I want them to 
know the Eucharist is always there for them and able 
to help. I can help them grow in their faith and they 
can help me grow in mine as well.” 

By investing in young leaders and activists in the 
Church, New City Ministry multiplies the benefi ts 
it confers. The knowledge acquired by grant 
recipients like Carolina and Stephen are extended 
to the hundreds of youth to whom they minister 
in their communities.  

In just the same way, by establishing the fund at 
the Catholic Community Foundation, Fr. Stan has 
wisely multiplied the value of his original assets. 
The fund will provide money for New City Minis-
try to invest in young people into the future and, 
as it does, the tree will continue to grow and bear 
fruit for all of us to share.

In the small town of Sleepy Eye, Minne-
sota, two hours south of the Twin Cities 
in the Diocese of New Ulm, people often 
come to St. Mary’s Catholic Parish to 
tour the church.  A handsome structure 
that seats over 1,000, the church’s two 
soaring towers near the entrance refl ect 
its German-Gothic design. When it was 
completed in 1902, the building symbol-
ized the community’s commitment to 
invest on behalf of future generations.

St. Mary’s commitment to the future is 
just as strong today. One of the many 
ways parishioners demonstrate that is by 
contributing to one of three endowment 
funds the parish recently transferred to 
the Catholic Community Foundation. 

It is in keeping with St. Mary’s 
priorities that two of the 
endowments support the 
parish’s school in the form of 
tuition aid and bonuses for 
staff  and teachers. As pastor 
Monsignor Eugene Lozinski 
points out, “It’s a strong faith 
community with a particular 
dedication to Catholic 
school education.”

Parishioner and endowment 
fund donor, Irene Schwartz, 

agrees. She sent her nine children to St. 
Mary’s School and many of her grand-
children are current or future students. 
Irene says, “I thoroughly believe in Catholic 
education, now more than ever. It’s like a 
tradition, a way to pass on our values and 
beliefs to the next generation.” 

Irene explains her support for the 
Gratitude for Education Fund, saying, 
“We have very good, dedicated teachers 
and their salaries are never comparable 
to public schools. They’re making a lot 
of sacrifi ces, so it’s a nice way of supple-
menting their income.”

Because of the commitment of people 
like Irene, the parish took the decision 
about where to invest the endowments 

very seriously. They conducted a one- 
year review to evaluate their options, 
taking into consideration return on 
investment, fund stability, and whether 
the mission of the funds matched the 
mission of the church.

One of the biggest factors in their decision 
was the additional support and expertise 
the Catholic Community Foundation 
provides. Monsignor Lozinski says, 
“They’re willing to work with us on our 
stewardship. Besides being a good vehicle 
for investments, they’re willing to help 
put on workshops and encourage people 
to develop a stewardship mentality.” 

Since April 2007, the Catholic Commu-
nity Foundation has been working in 

partnership with the Diocese 
of New Ulm to provide fund 
management and planned 
giving support. During that 
time, more than 10 parishes 
have established funds with 
the Foundation. Now that St. 
Mary’s has joined this group, 
the Catholic Community 
Foundation will serve as their 
partner as they continue their 
long tradition of planning for 
and investing in the future.

Two of St. Mary’s three endowment funds are directed to its K – 12 
school for tuition aid and salary support.

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GIVInG Is a faMIlY affaIr

Alan Tholkes fi ts the classic description of an entrepreneur - 
smart, creative, hardworking and tenacious. For over 20 years he 
put those skills to work in business with phenomenal success. In 
1991, he was named Minnesota Entrepreneur of the Year, just six 
years after starting a company with $700 and building it into a 
multi-million dollar manufacturing fi rm. 

Alan sold his business in 2005 and turned his attention to a 
new challenge: fi nding ways to do good with the wealth he 

feels blessed to have. Working 
with the Catholic Community 
Foundation, Alan has estab-
lished several funds that will 
allow him to provide long-term, 
sustainable support to those in 
need. His partner in this eff ort is 
his wife, Monaliza, who shares 
Alan’s strong faith in God and 
commitment to help others.

Alan and Monaliza come from 
very diff erent backgrounds, 
but their shared experience of 
hardship, value for hard work, 
and commitment to Catholicism 
brought them together.  

For Alan, what started out as a 
typical childhood in Granite Falls, Minnesota, changed 
dramatically when he was in a car accident that injured his 
spinal cord just a week before his 18th birthday. He was paralyzed 
from the waist down and lost all the fi ne motor skills in his 
fi ngers. After taking a year off  to recover from his injuries, Alan 
went to college and decided to study business accounting.  

In the early 1980’s, while living on just a few hundred dollars 
a month, he got the idea to build a better wheelchair. With a 
friend’s help, he built a prototype, sold investors on the idea and 
launched Altimate Medical.

Monaliza grew up in a one-room house in the Philippines. As one 
of six children, her parents couldn’t aff ord to pay for her education 
so she worked her way through high school and earned a full, 
four-year scholarship to college. But even then, Monaliza’s focus 
was on her spiritual life. She says, “I was always interested in 
being a nun. After high school I wanted to pursue it but they 
had a new requirement that you had to have a college degree. So I 
pursued a degree.”

After college, Monaliza had a series of jobs to help pay for her 
brothers’ education. During that time, she met Alan and they 
married in 2006. The couple now has two children, Genesis, age 
three, and Alexandra, nine months, and are building a home in 
Prior Lake.

When Alan sold his business, he knew he wanted to give a good 
portion to charity, but admitted he wasn’t sure how best to do 
that. When he learned about the Catholic Community Foundation, 
he decided it was a good fi t. Alan says, “I felt confi dent that it 
was supporting the right things. It’s Catholic, so it provides 
moral screening in its investments and grants.”

While Alan wants to make sure his family is secure, he’s con-
cerned about the pitfalls of affl  uence. He observes, “I don’t know 
if it’s the best thing to leave your kid a million dollars. We’d like 
to leave the kids with a serving attitude.” 

Alan and Monaliza believe in the power of giving and they continue 
to evaluate how best to use their resources. Alan says, “We’d like 
to build something with substance that makes a diff erence. 
That’s why we work with the Catholic Community Foundation.”

Accounting Policies
Contributions receivable are recorded at their  
present value at the time the gift commitment is  
made. Permanently restricted net assets (the  
Foundation endowments) are restricted by donors  
to invest the principal in perpetuity and to expend  
the income for program activities. Temporarily  
restricted net assets are restricted by donors to  
support program activities and include undistributed 
earnings from endowments.

Agency Funds
Agency Funds are those received and managed by the 
Foundation as an agent for parishes, schools, and Catholic 
organizations.

The Foundation has annuity and charitable remainder trust 
agreements with donors, and makes payments to the  
annuitants for the remainder of their lives. A liability has 
been recorded equal to the present value of the estimated 
future obligations. This obligation amount includes any 
remainderman payments to charities outside the  
Foundation. The difference between the fair value of assets 
contributed and obligations recorded is recognized as 
contribution revenue.

Tax Status
The Catholic Community Foundation is a publicly 
supported charitable organization that is exempt from 
federal and state taxes under section 501(c)(3) of the 
Internal Revenue Code.
